DANISH   SYSTEM   OF   JUDGING 

After weighing, market hogs may be divided into weight lots within the specified limitations as desired for convenience in Judging. 
Due to weight variances, entries should be made by Division Number and Class Number only.  Animals will be classified by class in accordance with 

instructions in Local Rules.  Feeder pigs do not sell in the Jr. Livestock Sale, but they are eligible for showmanship.
